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Nash UNC Unveils New COVID Unit

Nash UNC Health Care is taking a step forward in the care of COVID patients since the recent creation of the new
specialized COVID unit.

While not all Twin Counties COVID patients are hospitalized at Nash UNC Health Care, a significant portion are. The
hospital also treats some COVID patients from Halifax, Wilson, Northampton and Frankiin counties, said Dorsey
Tobias, executive director for marketing, communications and strategy for the hospital.

Nash UNC Health Care has been playing an active role in COVID care for the Twin Counties and beyond. As of
Wednesday, 15 COVID patients were hospitalized at the facility. Five of those patients were in critical care, Tobias

said.
The hospital also has been active in testing patients.

“We have tested 5,279 patients for COVID since the start of the pandemic. So far, 356 of those have confirmed

positive, and we have admitted 138 of those to the hospital. We have treated 51 of the 138 in our critical care units,”

Tobias said Wednesday.

Hospital officials expect to treat roughly 40 COVID inpatients a day before the worst is over. To prepare for that, Nash

UNC Health Care recently opened a special unit to deal with these patients.
